DRESS CODE:  SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY 2023-2024
Pre-Kindergarten 3 and 4

Official school uniform is not required.  Appropriate clothing for the seasons.  Socks and shoes must be worn at all times.  (No sandals.)  Gym uniform is required – (t-shirt, shorts and sweatpants).
GIRLS - Grades K-5

WARM WEATHER—(From August—October 13 and April 15—End of School)

· Khaki or navy blue skort (2” above knee); embroidered polo shirt or embroidered blouse can be 
       worn with skort.

· Plaid jumper – must be no higher than 2” above the knee

· Long or short sleeved embroidered polo shirt—white or hunter green and must be tucked in. Long or short sleeved blouse - white or pastel color (blue, pink, yellow)
· Knee Socks, tights—white, navy blue, or hunter green

· Dress shoes—For safety reasons, girls are required to wear an oxford shoe with a rubber sole- either saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of no more than 2 solid colors; no prints, floral, plaid, glitter, sequins or metallic colors). Shoelaces cannot be altered.  Mary Jane shoes (black or navy blue) are an acceptable alternative to the oxford shoe.  
COLD WEATHER—(From October 16—April 12)

· Plaid jumper (must be no higher than 2” above the knee) with long or short sleeved blouse – white or pastel blue, pink, yellow  
· Khaki or navy blue uniform pants with long or short sleeved blouse. Must be tucked in and worn with    

       sweater/vest.  Turtlenecks are not allowed.
· (NO CARGO PANTS, EXTERIOR POCKETS, JEAN STYLE, FLAIRS, ETC.)
· Navy blue sweater, sweater vest or cardigan -- worn with a blouse
· Knee Socks, tights—white, navy blue, or hunter green

· Dress shoes—For safety reason, girls are required to wear an oxford shoe with a rubber sole - either saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of no more than 2 solid colors; no prints, floral, plaid, sequins, glitter or metallic colors). Shoelaces cannot be altered. Mary Jane shoes (black or navy blue) are an acceptable alternative to the oxford shoe.  Boots may be worn to school in the winter only; however, students must bring a pair of shoes to change into for regular school day.
GIRLS - Grades 6-8

WARM WEATHER—(From August—October 13 and April 15—End of School)
· Plaid skirt—must be no higher than 2” above the knee

· Khaki or navy blue uniform pants (NO CARGO PANTS, JEAN STYLE, CORDUROYS, EXTERIOR POCKETS, FLAIRS, ETC)
· Long or short sleeved embroidered polo shirt or banded embroidered polo shirt—white or hunter green; long or short sleeved blouse—white/ pastel (solid) and must be tucked in.

· Plain white T-shirt, with no writing, may be worn under polo or blouse.

· Knee socks (no crew style socks) or tights—white, navy, hunter green

· Dress shoes- For safety reasons, girls are required to wear an oxford shoe with a rubber sole-     
either Saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of no more than 2 solid colors; no prints, floral, plaid, glitter, sequins, or metallic colors).  Shoelaces cannot be altered.
COLD WEATHER—(From October 16—April 12)
· Plaid Skirt—must be no higher than 2” above the knee
· Khaki or navy blue uniform pants (NO CARGO PANTS, EXTERIOR POCKETS, JEAN STYLE, FLAIRS, ETC.)
· Long or short sleeved blouse—white/pastel (solid) and must be tucked in. Turtlenecks are not allowed.
· Uniform navy blue sweater, sweater vest or cardigan with blouse
· Knee socks (no crew-style socks) or tights—white, navy or hunter green
· Dress Shoes—For safety reasons, girls are required to wear an oxford shoe with a rubber sole - either saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of no more than 2 solid colors; no prints, floral, plaid glitter, sequins or metallic colors.). Shoelaces cannot be altered.  Boots may be worn to school; however, students must bring a pair of shoes to change into.
BOYS - Grades K-5

WARM WEATHER—(From August—October 13 and April 15—End of School)

· Khaki or navy blue uniform pants (Flynn and O’Hara or Uniform Approved)
· Khaki or navy blue uniform walking shorts (Flynn and O’Hara or Uniform Approved)
· Optional: brown or black leather belt
· Long or short sleeved embroidered polo shirt—(white or hunter green) or white/powder blue/yellow solid dress shirt with either uniform tie or solid navy blue tie; shirts must be tucked in.
· T-shirt may be worn under shirt; however, it may only be white with NO writing on it.
· Dress Shoes—For safety reasons, boys are required to wear either saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of solid color).
· Socks – ankles must be covered at all times; therefore, “no show” and “low cut” socks are not permitted; socks need to be black, white, khaki or navy blue.
COLD WEATHER—(From October 16—April 12)
· Khaki or navy blue uniform pants (Flynn and O’Hara or Uniform Approved)
· Belts are optional; if worn, needs to be brown or black leather

· Solid dress shirt—white, powder blue or yellow with tie; Turtlenecks are not allowed.
· White T-shirt, without writing on it, can be worn under shirt

· Navy blue/hunter green diagonally striped uniform tie or solid navy blue tie
· Sweater vest, sweater, or cardigan embroidered with no color stripe 

· Dress shoes—For safety reasons, boys are required to wear either saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of solid color) Boots may be worn to school, however, students must bring a pair of shoes to change into.
· Socks – ankles must be covered at all times; therefore, “no show” and “low cut” socks are not permitted; socks need to be black, khaki or navy blue.
BOYS - Grades 6-8

WARM WEATHER—(From August—October 13 and April 15—End of School)
· Khaki or navy blue uniform pants (Flynn and O’Hara or Uniform approved)
· Brown or black leather belt must be worn
· Long or short sleeved embroidered polo shirt—white or hunter green and must be tucked in.

· T-shirt may be worn under shirt; however, it may only be white with NO writing on it.

· Khaki or navy blue uniform walking shorts (Flynn and O’Hara or Uniform approved)
· Dress Shoes—For safety reasons, boys are required to wear either saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of solid color)
· Socks – ankles must be covered at all times; therefore, “no show” and “low cut” socks are not 
permitted; socks need to 
               be black, white, khaki or navy blue.
COLD WEATHER—(From October 16—April 12)
· Khaki or navy blue uniform pants (Flynn and O’Hara or Uniform Approved)
· Brown or black leather belt must be worn
· Solid Color Dress Shirts —white/pastel (no prints) and must be tucked in.

· Tie (no designated tie)

· T-shirt may be worn under shirt; however, it may only be white with NO writing on it; Turtlenecks are not allowed.
· Uniform navy sweater, sweater vest, cardigan (Optional throughout school year)

· Dress Shoes—For safety reasons, boys are required to wear either saddle shoes or tie bucks (your choice of solid color) Boots may be worn to school, however, students must bring a pair of shoes to change into.
· Socks – ankles must be covered at all times; therefore, “no show” and “low cut” socks are not permitted; socks need to be black, khaki or navy blue.
